As NHPC continues to move forward, all of us must realize that it is only 

through the joint effort of each and every one of us, that NHPC will achieve newer and greater heights 

of glory. It has indeed been a great honour for NHPC that Hon'ble Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi 

inaugurated the Government Hydro Engineering College at Bandla in Bilaspur district on 05.10.2022, 

which is being funded by NHPC under CSR.   

It is my great pleasure to welcome Shri Prem Prakash, an officer from Indian Ordnance Factories 

Service (IOFS), 1998 batch, who has taken over the additional charge of the post of Chief Vigilance 

Officer (CVO), NHPC on 20.10.2022.  Presently, Shri Prem Prakash is also holding the post of CVO, 

SJVNL. Prior to joining SJVNL, Shri Prem Prakash was posted as Deputy Director General of Legal 

Cell, Directorate of Ordnance (Coordination & Services), Kolkata.

The Unit local boards of Unit 1 and Unit 2 were successfully commissioned and 

the commissioning tests on excitation system of Unit-1 & 2 of the Project were also performed in this 

period. The Unit Protection System of the project and the state-of-the-art SCADA system of the 

project have also been commissioned. The project also has achieved major milestones in the erection 

and testing of Electro-mechanical equipment with the readiness of Unit Control System, Excitation 

System & Unit Protection System. The Project also started erection works of 400 kV pothead yard 

equipment and also achieved excavation breakthrough in Vertical Surge Shaft No.-6 on 22.10.22. 

The completion of Overt concrete lining in Head Race Tunnel No 2 of the project was also achieved 

during October 2022.

Our teams have worked extremely efficiently and the same is 
getting reflected in our financial results. For the third consecutive year we have a new annual record profit. In FY 2021-22 
we achieved our highest ever annual Profit After Tax (PAT) of Rs 3538 Crore (on standalone basis) compared to Rs 3245 
crore in FY 2020-21, an impressive 9% jump. This has been possible due to your goal oriented approach and efficient 
operation of our power stations. Let us continue to write new chapters of achievement for NHPC.
