| am delighted to share the key milestones and achievements of NHPC Limited during February
2026. Your unwavering dedication and collective efforts continue to drive our organization
towards excellence in clean energy generation, nation-building and sustainable development.

We began the month with two landmark achievements at the 2000 MW Subansiri Lower Project.
During the intervening night of 31st January and 1St February 2026, Unit #1 (250 MW) was
successfully synchronized with the National Grid on 31.01.2026. Shortly thereafter, the
commercial operation of Unit # 3 (250 MW) commenced on 01.02.2026.

At the 2880 MW Dibang Multipurpose Project, the daylighting of Diversion Tunnel-3 was
successfully accomplished on 17.02.2026 another major engineering milestone achieved
through coordinated efforts of our teams and partners.

Our business development initiatives also gathered momentum. An MoU was signed with
GRIDCO, Government of Odisha on 12.02.2026 at Bhubaneswar to jointly explore development
of a 1000 MW Pumped Storage Project at Masinta in Deogarh district, along with other
renewable energy projects to support the State’s decarbonisation goals.

On the CSR front, it was a matter of great pride that the Hon’ble President of India,
Smt. Droupadi Murmu, laid the foundation stone for a 360-seated Girls’ Hostel at Rairangpur
Women'’s College, Odisha on 04.02.2026. The project is being undertaken under NHPC’s CSR
initiative which reflects our commitment to empowering young women through improved
educational infrastructure.
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Further strengthening our healthcare outreach, the Hon’ble Governor of Punjab, Shri Gulab
Chand Kataria, dedicated two state-of-the-art ICU ambulances aimed at strengthening
emergency healthcare in Rajasthan’s remote and sensitive border regions under NHPC’s CSR
initiative on 05 February 2026.

Shri Manoj Sinha, Hon’ble Lieutenant Governor of Jammu and Kashmir, laid the foundation
stone for a Cultural Heritage Centre under NHPC’s CSR & SD Scheme at Thalwal village,
Jammu on 12.02.2026 reinforcing our commitment to community development and preservation
of cultural heritage.

During the Al Impact Summit 2026 held at Bharat Mandapam from 19-20 February 2026 in New
Delhi, NHPC showcased its Al-based Early Warning System along with a range of digital
initiatives aimed at strengthening dam safety, operational efficiency and disaster preparedness.
The Hon’ble Union Minister of Power and Housing & Urban Affairs, Shri Manohar Lal, along
with senior officials from MOP appreciated NHPC’s progressive adoption of advanced
technologies to enhance infrastructure management and promote sustainable development in
the power sector.

We are also proud to share that Salal Power Station received the First Prize from the
Department of Official Language, Ministry of Home Affairs for outstanding implementation of
the Official Language Policy among PSUs in ‘Region C’ at the Joint Regional Official Language
Conference of the Eastern, North-Eastern and Northern Regions held in Agartala, Tripura on
20.02.2026. During the event, TOLIC (Office) Faridabad, functioning under the chairmanship of
NHPC, Corporate Office, Faridabad, and TOLIC (Office) Reasi functioning under the
chairmanship of Salal Power Station were also honored with the Second Prize reflecting our
sustained commitment to promoting Rajbhasha implementation across the organization.

In another moment of recognition, NHPC has been Certified™ as a Great Place To Work for
the second consecutive year (January 2026-January 2027), achieving an improved Trust Index
Score. This accomplishment is a testament to our people-centric policies, inclusive work culture
and shared values.

> NHPC participated in the 40" Statehood Day celebrations of Arunachal Pradesh on
20.02.2026 where our key projects including Subansiri, Dibang, Kamala and Upper
Siang were showcased.
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» NHPC celebrated ‘Vasant Utsav 2026 on 22nd February 2026 at the NHPC Residential
Complex, Surajkund, Faridabad, showcasing the richness of Indian culture.

» NHPC successfully hosted the 25th Inter CPSU T-20 Cricket Tournament from 24
February to 1 March 2026 at Teri Ground, Gurugram, under the aegis of the Power
Sports Control Board. A total of 14 teams from CPSUs and other organizations under
the Ministry of Power, Government of India, participated in the tournament. THDC India
Limited emerged as the winners, while Bhakra Beas Management Board secured the
runner-up position.
