| am pleased to share that under the leadership of Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra
Modi, the Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA), on 08.04.2026, has accorded
investment approval for implementation of 1720 MW Kamala Hydroelectric Project at a
cost of Rs.26,069.50 Crore, in Arunachal Pradesh. The project, to be developed through
a joint venture between NHPC and the Government of Arunachal Pradesh will generate
around 6,870 million units of clean energy annually. It will also provide flood moderation
benefits in the Brahmaputra valley, strengthen grid stability and support peak demand
management.

In yet another landmark achievement, Unit # 4 of Subansiri Lower HEP was successfully
synchronized with the grid for the first time on 30" April 2026. This was followed by the
commencement of the trial run, which was completed successfully on 15t May 2026. This
accomplishment marks a significant stride forward in the project’s progress. | extend my
heartfelt congratulations to the entire Subansiri Lower Team as well as NHPC for reaching
this important milestone. In another noteworthy development, the Subansiri Lower Project
recorded a major achievement with the successful lowering of the 395 MT generator
stator of Unit # 6 on 23" April 2026, further underscoring the steady advancement of the
project.

April also witnessed active engagement with key Parliamentary Committees. |, along with
Director (Personnel), Director (Technical) attended the Parliamentary Standing
Committee on Energy on the subject ‘Role of Power Sector Statutory Bodies, PSUs and
Institutions in development of Atmanirbhar Power Sector’ held at Gulmarg, UT of J&K on
15t April 2026. | briefed the Committee about NHPC’s ongoing projects and operational
power stations, as well as its future plans and its role in development of Atmanirbhar
Power Sector.

Other major highlights of the month are:
» Total revenue collection for the month of April 2026 as well as cumulative collection for
FY 2026-27 was Rs.436.57 Cr.

» The total generation for the month of April 2026 as well as cumulative generation for
FY 2026-27 was 2342 MU.

» 2880 MW Dibang Multipurpose Project successfully achieved the breakthrough of the
407.80 metre Transformer Cavern vault excavation on 14t April 2026 and successful
breakthrough of diversion tunnel DT-4 and DT-5 on 28.04.2026.

» Sewa-ll Power Station achieved its record Single Day Power Generation of 3.256
million units (MU) on 11 April 2026. This is the highest daily generation recorded by
the station since commissioning in July 2010.

» Parbati-lll Power Station has successfully resumed power generation following the
resolution of long-standing technical and geological issues, including tunnel leakage,
through sustained engineering efforts and meticulous execution.

» 135t birth anniversary of Bharat Ratna Dr. B.R. Ambedkar was commemorated with
great reverence across locations on 14.04.2026. The occasion served as a reminder
of the enduring values of equality, justice and inclusivity that guide us in our journey as
a responsible organization.
