item (including all custom duties) as a proportion of the total value, in percent.

Class-I local supplier: means a supplier or service provider, whose Goods/ Services/ Works offered for procurement,
meets the minimum local content as prescribed for “Class-I local supplier” under this order.

Class-Il local supplier: means a supplier or service provider, whose Goods/ Services/ Works offered for procurement,
meets the minimum local content as prescribed for “Class-Il local supplier” but less than that prescribed for “Class-I local
supplier” under this order.

Non-local supplier: means a supplier or service provider, whose Goods/ Services/ Works offered for procurement has
local content less than that prescribed for “Class-Il Local supplier” under this order.

Minimum local content: Nodal ministry/ department may prescribe only a higher percentage of minimum local content
requirement to categorize a supplier as Class-I local supplier / Class-Il local supplier / Non local supplier. For the items,
for which Nodal ministry/ department has not prescribed higher minimum local content notification under the order, it shall
be 50% and 20% for Class-I local supplier / Class-Il local supplier respectively.

Margin of purchase preference: means the maximum extent to which the price quoted by a Class-I local supplier may
be above the L-1 for availing purchase preference. The margin of purchase preference shall be 20%.

Thereafter, the lowest bidder
among the 'Class-I local supplier' will be invited to match the L1 price for the remaining 50% quantity subject to the
Classl local supplier's quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and contract for that quantity shall
be awarded to such 'Class-I local supplier' subject to matching the L1 price. In case such lowest eligible 'Class-I local
supplier' fails to match the L1 price or accepts less than the offered quantity, the next higher 'Class-I local supplier'
within the margin of purchase preference shall be invited to match the L1 price for remaining quantity and so on, and
contract shall be awarded accordingly. In case some quantity is still left uncovered by Class-I local suppliers, then such
balance quantity shall be ordered to the L1 bidder.

(c) For procurement of goods/ works, which are covered by para B(b) and not divisible in nature, and in procurement of
services where the bid is evaluated on price alone, the 'Class-I local supplier' shall get purchase preference over
'Class-Il local supplier' as well as 'Non-local supplier', as per following procedure:

i) Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L1. If L1 is 'Class-I local supplier', the contract will be
awarded to L1.

ii) If L1 is not 'Class-I local supplier', the lowest bidder among the 'Class-I local supplier', will be invited to match the L1
price subject to Class-I local supplier's quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and the contract
shall be awarded to such 'Class-I local supplier' subject to matching the L1 price.

iii) In case such lowest eligible 'Class-I local supplier' fails to match the L1 price, the 'Class-I local supplier' with the next
higher bid within the margin of purchase preference shall be invited to match the L1 price and so on and contract shall
be awarded accordingly. In case, none of the 'Class-l local supplier' within the margin of purchase preference
matches the L1 price, the contract may be awarded to the L1 bidder.

(d) "Class-II local supplier" and "Non-local supplier" will not get purchase preference in any procurement, undertaken by
procuring entities.

Applicability in tenders where contract is to be awarded to multiple bidders

In tenders where contract is awarded to multiple bidders subject to matching of L-1 rates or otherwise, the ‘Class-|
local supplier shall get purchase preference over ‘Class-Il local supplier as well as ‘Non local supplier, as per
following procedure;

In case there is sufficient local capacity and competition for the item to be procured, as notified by the Nodal Ministry,
only Class-I local suppliers shall be eligible to bid. As such, the multiple suppliers, who would be awarded the
contract, should be all and only ‘Class-I local supplier’.

In other cases, ‘Class-Il local suppliers’ and ‘Non local suppliers’ may also participate in the bidding process along
with ‘Class- local suppliers’ as per provisions of this Order.

If ‘Class-I local suppliers’ qualify for award of contract for at least 50% of the tendered quantity in any tender, the
contract may be awarded to all the qualified bidders as per award criteria stipulated in the bid documents. However, in
case ‘Class-I local suppliers’ do not qualify for award of contract for at least 50% of the tendered quantity, purchase
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preference should be given to ‘Class-I local supplier’ over ‘Class-Il local suppliers’/ ‘Non local suppliers’ provided that
their quoted rate fall within 20% margin of purchase preference of the highest quoted bidder considered for award of
contract so as to ensure that the ‘Class-I local suppliers’ taken in totality are considered for award of contract for at
least 50% of the tendered quantity.

Bidder Enrolment” option available on the home page. Enrolment on the CPP Portal is free of charge.

ii) As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username and assign a password for
their accounts.

iif) During enrolment/ registration, the bidders should provide the correct/true information including valid email-id & mobile no. All
the correspondence shall be made directly with the Consultants/ bidders through email-id provided.

iv) For e-tendering possession of valid Digital Signature Certificate (Class Il or Class Ill Certificates with signing key usage) is
mandatory which can be obtained from SIFY/ TCS/ nCode/ eMudra or any Certifying Authority recognized by CCA India on
eToken/ Smart Card.
