a) The bidders who are incorporated legal entity may only participate in the bidding process
if they are legally and financially autonomous and operate under commercial law of their
respective jurisdiction.

b) All bidders meeting the Qualification criteria as defined in clause 3.

c) Bidder shall be Class-I Local Supplier under Public Procurement (Preference to Make in
India), Order-2017 issued by the Department of Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade
(DPIIT), Ministry of Commerce and Industry vide No. P-45021/2/2017-PP (BE-Il) dated
16.09.2020 or as amended from time to time.
