This Invitation for Bid is open to:

a) The bidders who are incorporated legal entity and are legally and financially autonomous
and operate under commercial law of their respective jurisdiction.

b) Shortlisted prequalified bidders (as per approved list) found suitable for this procurement
whose Login IDs have been configured by the Purchaser/ Employer at CPP Portal.

c) All bidders who are Class-| Local Supplier under Public Procurement (Preference to Make
in India) order for Goods/ Services/ Works issued by Department of Promotion of Industry
and Internal Trade (DPIIT), Ministry of Commerce and Industry Order No. P-45021/2/2017-

Successful bidders shall execute Integrity Pact on non-judicial stamp paper of appropriate
value as part of Contract Agreement.

The Bidder against whom an application for initiating corporate insolvency resolution process
has been admitted by the Adjudicating Authority under the Insolvency and Bankruptcy code
2016, or as amended from time to time shall not be eligible for bidding.

In the event of the specified date or amendment if any for the submission of bids being
declared a holiday for the Purchaser/ Employer, the hard copy of the documents will be
received up to the specified time on the next working day. Similarly, in the event of the
specified date or amendment if any for the opening of bids being declared a holiday for the
Purchaser/ Employer, the opening shall be carried out at the specified time on the next
working day.

Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public
Procurement Portal by using the “Online Bidder Enrollment” option available on the home
page. Enrolment on the CPP Portal is free of charge.

As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username
and assign a password for their accounts.

During enrolment/ registration, the bidders should provide the correct/true information
including valid email-id & mobile no. All the correspondence shall be made directly with the
Consultants/ bidders through email-id provided.

For e-tendering possession of valid Digital Signature Certificate (Class Il or Class Il
Certificates with signing key usage) is mandatory which can be obtained from SIFY/ TCS/
nCode/ eMudra or any Certifying Authority recognized by CCA India on eToken/ Smart
Card.

There are various search options built in the CPP Portal, to facilitate bidders to search active
tenders by several parameters. These parameters could include Tender ID, Organization
Name, Location, Date, Value, etc. There is also an option of advanced search for tenders,
wherein the bidders may combine a number of search parameters such as Organization
Name, Form of Contract, Location, Date, Other keywords etc. to search for a tender
published on the CPP Portal.

Once the bidders have selected the tenders they are interested in, they may download the
required documents/ tender schedules.

For preparation of bid, Bidders shall search the tender from published tender list available
on site and download the complete tender document and should take into account
corrigendum, if any, published before submitting their bids. After selecting the tender
document same shall be moved to the ‘My favourite’ folder of bidders account from where
bidder can view all the details of the tender document.

Bidder shall go through the tender document carefully to understand the documents
required to be submitted as part of the bid. Bidder shall note the number of covers in which
the bid documents have to be submitted, the number of documents, including the names
and content of each of the document that need to be submitted. Any deviations from these
may lead to rejection of the bid.

Any clarifications if required then same may be obtained online through the tender site, or
through the contact details given in the tender document.

Bidders should get ready in advance the bid documents to be submitted as indicated in the
tender document/ schedule in PDF/ xIs/ rar/ zip/ dwf formats. If there is more than one
document, they can be clubbed together using zip format.

To avoid the time and effort required in uploading the same set of standard documents
which are required to be submitted as a part of every bid, a provision of uploading such
standard documents (e.g. PAN card copy, Annual Reports, Auditor Certificates etc.) has
been provided to the bidders.

vi) Bidders shall note that the very act of using DSC for downloading the tender document and

uploading their offers is deemed to be a confirmation that they have read all sections and
pages of the tender document without any exception and have understood the complete
tender document and are clear about the requirements of the tender document.

Bidders shall download
the Schedule of Quantities & Prices in XLS format and save it without changing the name
of the file. Bidder shall quote their rates in figures in blue background cells, thereafter save
and upload the file in financial bid cover (Price bid) only. If the Schedule of Quantity & Price
file is found to be modified by the bidder, the bid will be rejected. The bidders are cautioned
that uploading of financial bid elsewhere i.e. other than in cover 2 will result in rejection of
the tender.
